Drive south on Route 31, 3% miles. On the right (west) side of the road is

Continue south on Route 31, 1.3 miles to Chicago Street (Route 20). Turn
left (east) on Chicago Street 5 blocks. Turn left (north) on Geneva Street, 1
block to Division Street. Turn right (east) I block. Stop.

On the SW corner of Chapel and Division streets is

1. 321 DivisioN STREET

The Butterman’s Restaurant—1889
Built in 1889, this three-story house is in the Queen Anne style. It has the
mixture characteristic of the style: brick and carved stone, a high roof, a
polygonal turret and a second one of sheet metal, prominent chimneys of
modeled brick, a bell dome, a jerkin-head roof on the front dormer, and a
full-scale spindled veranda with a pediment indicating the entrance. Re-
stored to its original condition, it is in adaptive reuse as Butterman’s
Restaurant.

Almost kitty corner, on the NE corner of College and Division streets, is

2. 364 DIVISION STREET
O’Conner Funeral Home—1887
This 1887 Queen Anne mansion has a carefully preserved original interior.
The exterior masonry forms have been painted white, but still visible is the
variety of shapes, openings, and projections of bays and porches.

Walk north on College Street 2 blocks to Park Street. On the north side of
Park Street at College Street is

3. 350 PARK STREET
Elgin Academy, Old Main—1848 and 1855
The bottom part of the structure was built in 1848, the top in 1855. It is a
